Division I

2. Students and programs that wish to self-place in this division

3. (Beginning in 2010-2011) 1st-4th place winners from the previous year's Elementary Division I State Meet.  4. A team comprised of one Division I student and one Division II student must compete in Division II.

5. A team in question that is not under the district/region of a Utah Debate Committee Member can be placed in Division II by committee vote.

In addition, two new student rules have been added to the 2010-2011 program:

· If a registered team does not attend a Utah Debate State Meet, the bye they create will be absorbed by another team from the same school.  If there is no other team from the same school, the bye will be given to another team from the same district or region.  Substitutions within a school are allowed, if approved by the district/region committee member

· Each Elementary Affirmative Team and all Jr. High/Middle School Teams/Individuals attending Utah Debate State Meets are required to provide ten (10) First Affirmative Constructive Preflow Sheets outlining their plan.  A copy must be provided to each judge in each round.  Judges will turn this preflow sheet in with their ballots.  Affirmative teams that do not submit a complete preflow sheet will be given an overall five point penalty.  For an example of a preflow sheet, see page 63 of the elementary of Jr. High/Middle School debate manuals.
