Resolutions, Positions and Resources

Policy:

“Be it resolved that the State of Utah should provide incentives to increase the consumption of locally produced foods as a means to reduce energy use and improve air quality.”

Lincoln-Douglas: (Jr. High/Middle School Only)
“In order to reduce energy use and improve air quality, it is more desirable to consume locally produced foods.”

Possible Negative Arguments

· Because many foods can’t be grown in Utah climates, their increased consumption could result in less variety at the grocery store. This could affect consumer satisfaction and nutrition. 

· Local foods may be combined or grown with products made outside of Utah, increasing their energy use.

· Growing or raising local foods can cause harm to local people, land, air, insects and animals (e.g.- pesticides, overgrazing, methane from livestock).

· Grocer profit margins could be affected by increased urban farming.


Possible Affirmative Arguments

· Increasing consumption of local foods would promote economic growth for Utah businesses.

· Local foods do not have to be transported as far.  Transportation requires substantial energy use and is a major factor in poor air quality.

· Local foods are more nutritious as they are more likely to be fresh.

· Urban farming could save money for Utahns.
